Getting Ready

Here is the current list of things we would like to get done for the new season. Itis an
ambitious list, and we may not get it all done, but we can have a good go...

SHELTER

1.

Prepare and re-paint the front, sides and rear of the shelter and wall near gate

2. Prepare and re-paint the facia board on the front and sides of the shelter
3. Empty shelter, clean everything — especially chairs- and replace.
4. Repairthe trolley in the shelter
5. Fit missing facia board at the rear of the shelter, add additional guttering and fit additional
water butt.
6. Build a bowls storage cupboard to replace metal chest.
7. Build a recycling bin
8. Fitclub bell
GREEN
1. Free up overgrown sprinklers on the surface of the green (shelter and Institute sides ready
for repair of sprinkler system
2. Treat weeds
3. Spring granular feed
4. Cut 2-3 times before the end of March starting at 10mm and gradually reducing height of cut
GULLIES
1. Strip out the gully on the Shelter side of the green. Fit weed control membrane, re-position
wood and peg into place, replace protective rubber strip.
2. Trim edges of green and ensure all gullies are clean and sound, repairing as necessary.
PAINTING
1. Prepare and repaint wooden bowls rack
2. Prepare and repaint bottom section of floodlight towers
3. Prime and paint metal water tank
4. Re-paint bench at entrance to the green

It’s All Happening At The Institute!!

When we return to bowling you will see that there has been a huge amount of work done at the Institute
in a determined effort to change its fortunes.

There have been some significant changes to the landscape. This arose primarily due to the situation at
the rear of the building. As you can see from the picture below, mounds of earth were not only causing
damp to get in but also preventing access to the main sewer. Several days effort by man and machine
have transformed the area, and contractors have now been booked to break out a channel to plumb in
the disabled toilet. This means that the existing (and unreliable) macerator can be removed. The team
went on to fill in the ditch that previously ran around the outside of the car park. This has helped
stabilise the wall at bottom of the railway embankment and will give us more room to manoeuvre in the
car park.

The inside of the building is also undergoing a major make-over. In the main hall:
e The wiring has been renewed and all redundant cabling removed;
o The wall heaters have been fully serviced and refurbished;
e The ceiling has been insulated and new replacement ceiling tiles fitted;
e The floor has been given a clean and make-over;
e Theroom has been redecorated.

The Bowls Club has contributed towards the costs of refurbishing the main toilets and we hope to have
new water heaters, hand driers and soap dispensers fitted, and a makeover of the Ladies toilets done for
this season. The leaking toilet in the Gents has been fixed, the urinals are now flushed at regular intervals,
and we have hot & cold running water. More work in the Gents area will follow later.

We owe a sincere vote of thanks to the volunteers who are making all this possible. Simon and his family
continue to work tirelessly, Allison & Paul Bentley have spent countless hours there, supported by Glenys,
Lorraine & others from the Club. Much still to do, but Rome wasn’t built in a day! Their efforts are helping
transform the Institute into a building that Denby can be proud of and an asset for the wider community.
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
